Bokamoso is run by Maureen 
Koitsiwe and there are approximately 38 children in at-
tendance.  Bokamoso has been running since 2003.  The 
children get good meals and snacks while in her care.   
Maureen has a bakery on her premises called òUbuntu 
Bakeryó.  AFFT buys 60 loaves once a week from the 
Bakery which we supply to 2 of our schools as well as 
YCF Youth Centre.  YCF Youth Centre is currently run 
from Maureenõs premises as well.   Maureen said, òThe 
children have found a safe place here, and get fed good 

nutritious meals thanks to AFFTó. 

Community Ministries once again hosted their annual winter holiday club in 
Muldersdrift. As a result of a whole bunch of ócoincidencesô  AFFT was in-
vited to partner with Community Ministries and bring some of the orphaned 
and vulnerable kids that have become a part of the AFFT family. Commu-
nity Ministries expected about 500 kids, to which we contributed about 40 
kids.
